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We live in a highly sexualised age with much that 

is taken for granted that is not part of God’s will. 

The Bible’s Song of Solomon counters many of 

those notions, while extolling the virtues of pure 

intimacy. Of all the books of the Bible, this Song 

casts light on one its greatest truths: God seeking 

out a bride for his beloved Son, and it shows how 

the love between the human and the divine ought 

to be. This “commentary” is written mainly for 

lovers who want a deeper love. It seeks to unravel 

many “mysteries” contained in this controversial 

and misunderstood Song. It is good to meditate 

on this often neglected yet sublime Bible book. 
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
